■ インストラクション
英語単語は，1つ以上のシラブル (日本語訳は音節ですが，音響的特性が日本語音節と異なるため，以下シラブルと書きます)で構成され，単語を孤
立発声した場合，語中のいずれかのシラブル 1つが第一強勢として発声され，それ以外のシラブルは第二強勢，あるいは，弱勢として発声されます。
英単語を連結して文を生成し，文音声として発声する場合，単語中の (第一)強勢シラブルが，文発声において常に同じ程度の強勢を受けるとは限り
ません。より強い強勢となったり，弱い強勢となったり，中には弱勢となってしまう場合もあります。それでは，各単語が単語固有の情報としても
つ強勢シラブルは，文の中でどのように変化するのでしょうか？その変化の様子に規則は無いのでしょうか？実は「およそ」規則と呼べるものが存
在します。
まず，英語 (の文)を発声する場合，幾つかの単語は「連結」して発声されます。語と語の間にポーズを置かず，あたかも一単語であるかのように発
声されます。この一続きの単語を音調単位と呼ぶことにしましょう。さて，上記の規則ですが，以下のことが成立します。

「文発声において強勢シラブルとなるのは，内容語 (助詞，助動詞，代名詞などの機能語以外の単語)の強勢シラブルである。そして，強勢シラブル
の中でも音調単位中の，最̇終̇内̇容̇語̇，の強勢シラブルが最も強い強勢を受ける。」

次に音調単位の決定方法ですが，これは基本的には文の文法構造，意味上の構造，及び話者の意図，焦点などが影響し，一意に (自動的に)決めるこ
とは困難となっています。また，連続する音調単位間の境界は，ポーズとして実現されたり，音の高さの変化 (谷)として現れたり，種々のものがあ
ります。John gave Mary the flower. という文を 6通りの方法で音調単位に分割し，読み上げた例を

に示しています。上記ページにアクセスし，必̇ず̇音̇調̇単̇位̇の̇実̇現̇の̇様̇子̇を̇聴̇取̇し̇た̇上̇で，以降の文発声を行なうようにして下さい。
また，広く知られているように，英文発声において，強勢シラブル (強い強勢，弱い強勢の両者を含む)が出現する「時間間隔」は，強勢シラブル間
の弱勢シラブル数に依らず，お̇よ̇そ̇等しいことが知られています (強勢の等時性)。その結果，2つの強勢シラブル間の弱勢シラブル数が多い場合，そ
の弱勢シラブルの発声時間長は短くなる傾向があります。一方，強勢シラブルが連続する場合は，シラブル間に短いポーズが入る傾向があります。
以下に示す文セットには，

1. 文 (単語系列)

2. 各単語を「単̇語̇と̇し̇て̇単独発声した場合の」発音記号，及び「単̇語̇と̇し̇て̇単独発声した場合の」シラブルの強勢/弱勢情報
3. 「文̇と̇し̇て̇発̇声した場合の」各シラブルの「強い強勢 (@)」「弱い強勢 (+)」/「弱勢 (-)」及び「音調単位の境界 (/)」情報

を示しています。これらの情報を参照し，以下の文セットを「文̇と̇し̇て̇正しい」強勢/弱勢シラブルのリズムで発声して下さい。特に，

• 単語として発声する場合は強勢になるが，文として発声する場合は，強い強勢，あるいは，弱い強勢として発声する
• 強勢シラブルの時間間隔はおよそ等しくなる (勿論，発声器官による物理的制約がありますので，物理的には等しくなりません)

ことに注意して発声して下さい。なお，文としての強勢/弱勢の情報の付与は，シラブル中の母音位置に対して付与しています。また，単語単独発
声時の発音記号の利用方法に関しては，「はじめに」，および，「文発声に関する注意事項」も参照して下さい。
